TO: ALL PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS:

The following changes, additions, clarifications, and/or deletions amend the above-captioned
Bid/Contract documents, and shall become an integral part of the bid responses and the
subsequent contract. Please note the contents herein and affix same to the documents you have
on hand.

Change in Bid Documents

Page 6 - Volume |, of the bid documents “invitation to Bid-Notice to Contractors” is
changed as reflected below:

Minimum Requirements: To be awarded a Contract for vertical construction Bidders shall hold a
current State of Florida Certified General Contractor license or a Certified Building Contractor
license. To be awarded a Contract for vertical horizontal Construction a bidder shall hold a
current State of Florida Certified General Contractor license or General Engineering Contractor’'s
Certificate of Competency issued by Miami-Dade County's Construction Trades Qualifying Board.

Request for Information

Q1. What were the adjustment factors for the last JOC solicitation in 20057

A1.  Adjustment factors from the 2005 JOC solicitation (for normal working hours):
= For Horizontal projects, the lowest factor was 1.0400 and the highest was 1.1884.
= For Vertical projects, the lowest factor was 1.0395 and the highest was 1.0900.

Q2. The references we are to show on the "Customer Reference Listing” form, are they
for projects we have included in C.2 of the Questionnaire Form?

A2.  No, these are in addition to the five minimum required reference letters as stated on page
102 of the bid forms.

Q3. What are the amounts of the bid bonds to be submitted with the vertical and
horizontal bids?

A3. Refer to Section 1 “Instructions for Submission”, Article 9, Bid Guaranty, of the contract
documents.



Q4. What are the liquidated damages for this project?
A4. Refer to Section 3 “Supplemental Terms and Conditions”, Article 13, Liquidated Damages

Q5. Can bid tabulations from the previous JOC bid results be provided?
A5.  Refer to Question 1 in this Addendum.
Q6. s there usage information available for the Horizontal codes?

AB. We do not have that available. The contractor must analyze the CTC based on typical
projects.

Q7. Can copies of previous/typical ROW invoice packages be provided as reference and
guidance as to what typical work orders will look like?

A7. The Contract illustrates the typical projects that will be issued under Horizontal
Construction. Refer to the contract documents.

Q8. Can the City provide a forecasted workload of what primary and principal scopes
will be for the immediate future?

A8.  City cannot identify any project or a work load for the immediate future.

Request for information-Pre-Bid Meeting (June 9, 2009)

Q9. In the contract documents “Notice to Contractors”, states “Bidders must have a
minimum of five (5) years experience under its current business name, in the construction
of similar Projects as described for the applicable contract herein, including five (5)
separate project references”. Please clarify the line referring to similar projects.

A9. Scope and complexity of reference projects should be similar to those described in
Section 1 "Instructions for Submission”, Article 3, Scope of Work for the specific contract for
which the Bidder is submitting a bid (i.e. horizontal or vertical). With regard to size of the
individual projects provided as references, the majority should be similar to the average size
project historically procured by the City under its JOC program, which have been as follows:
Horizontal project average size- $375,000; Vertical project average size- $160,000.Furthermore,
the City desires at least one (1) of the projects provided as a reference is a larger project, in the
neighborhood of $2,000,000 to adequately demonstrate the Bidders capablhtles to complete a
larger scale project.

Q10. When submitting a Price Proposal, if the Detailed scope of Work and quantities
change later, after the price has already been accepted by the City, does the contractor
still get paid for the work as stated and the quantities as speclfled in original accepted
Price Proposal?

A10. Refer to Section 3 “Supplemental Terms and Conditions”, Article 3.7, Method of Payment.
If the Detailed Scope of Work is modified by the City at any time, the Contractor will be requested
to submit a revised Price Proposal reflecting the change in scope (increase or decrease). With
regard to vertical work, assuming the Detailed Scope of Work remains unchanged the Contractor
will be paid based on the lump sum Job Order Amount contained in the accepted Price Proposal.
However, with regard to horizontal work, the Contractor will be paid based on the actual quantity
of work performed, as field verified by City Staff.



- Q11. Is the City willing to be flexible on the amounts of the adjustment factors listed in
the Construction Task Catalog®?

A11. The City assumes the Bidder is referring to the unit prices listed in the Construction Task
Catalog® (CTC) The unit prices listed in the CTC is not negotiable.

Q12. Are CBSE requirements applicable in this bid?

A12. Currently, the City does not have this program in place. However, should the City
~ implements such a program the requirements will be incorporated into the JOC Contracts via an

amendment to the Contract.

Q13. Are there project schedules, milestones and liquidated damages associated with
projects under this contract?

A13. Yes. The Contractor will be responsible for implementing a project schedule. Liquidated
damages will be determined on a project by project basis. The JOC program is a procurement
method and all Projects under the JOC program have the same requirements and practices as
those associated with standard construction jobs. Refer to Section 3 — “Supplemental Terms and
Conditions” of the contract documents.

Q14. Is the City only going to award contracts to the six lowest horlzontal and four
lowest vertical bidders deemed responsive and responsible?

A14. Referto Section 1 — “Instructions for Submission”, Article 15, of the contract documents.

Clarification

The City of Miami now requires all contractors to provide information regarding employees who
are working under H2B Visas. This applies to the employees working for both the prime and
Subcontractors. Refer to Section 2 — “General Terms and Conditions”, Article 24, of the contract
documents.
