Q1. The roadway elements, signalization, and landscaping quantities in the plans are 
different from the quantities on the bid form. Which quantities should we use in our 
bid? 

 
A1. The quantities in the bid item forms for roadway elements and signalization 

were revised to match the quantities found in the summary of pay items.  
Please use the revised bid forms in your bid submission.   

 
The landscaping quantities shown on the bid form reflect the correct quantities 
for this segment from 57th Street to 69th Street.  

 
   

Q2. The cover sheet of the plan set states that the governing standards and specifications  
are the Florida Department of Transportation Design Standards. Considering that this 
project is portrayed as a City of Miami project will the City Standards or the FDOT 
Standards govern? 

  
A2. The correct standards and specifications are stated on the Cover Sheet for the 

Plans. FDOT specifications will utilize Division II and III, whereas Division I will 
be replaced with City of Miami “front end” General Conditions, as shown in this 
bid.
